2. Fear of failure

3. What about . . .?

“So do not start worrying:  Where will my food come from? Or my drink? Or my 
clothes?  Your Father in heaven knows that you need all these things.  Instead, be 

concerned above everything else with the Kingdom of God and with what He 
requires of you, and He will provide you with all these other things.”  (Matt. 6:31-33)

3. Call Him Lord

“Offer yourselves as a living sacrifice to God, dedicated to His service and pleasing 
to Him.”
